
Here are the instructions:

1. Install the Chrome extension Immersive Translate

2. Save this text to a file, name it something like settings.txt

3. Open this page chrome-
extension://bpoadfkcbjbfhfodiogcnhhhpibjhbnh/options.html#import_export 

4. Import the file you just saved
5. Now, pages will look like this:
